SELLER TERMS
SELLER will supply the up to date health record information to BUYER at time of transfer of said puppy. If this is a pet/companion puppy, a registration application will be mailed to BUYER when proof of spay/neuter is supplied. Lone Pine Aussies is a registered kennel name. The first word of the registered name of this puppy will be Lone Pine. All puppies will be structure evaluated and temperament tested, the eyes examined by a board certified ophthalmologist, during the eighth week. Week nine puppies can be picked up or shipped. 
This puppy is guaranteed to be of sound health and free of known contagious diseases upon leaving our home.
All puppies are sold with a 26 month of age guarantee on hips and genetic defects as stated in Health Guarantee. 
SELLER reserves right of refusal of the sale of one of our dogs to anyone.
SELLER will have first right of refusal if BUYER, for any reason, decides not to keep the puppy.
SELLER has the right to, at any time, stop breeding Toy/ Miniature Australian Shepherds. 
SELLER makes no guarantees regarding loss of the puppy due to accidental death, theft, sickness due to lack of vaccinations, etc., or any other loss beyond SELLER’S control except as stated above. 
BUYER TERMS
Under no circumstances is SELLER responsible for any vet bills acquired by BUYER for said puppy. SELLER is not responsible for death of said puppy due to the negligence or carelessness of any airline or other live animal carrier, its agents or employees, or BUYER.
BUYER will have said puppy examined by a licensed veterinarian within 3 (three) days of receipt of the puppy, excluding weekends. If said puppy is found to be in poor health, as evidenced by a written statement from a licensed veterinarian, BUYER will have 2 (two) options:
1. Keep said puppy, assuming all costs for its care.
2. Return said puppy, at BUYER’S expense, for a full refund of purchase price only upon SELLER’S receipt of the veterinarian’s written statement regarding the health of said puppy. This provision will expire 3 (three) days after BUYER takes possession of said puppy, excluding weekends.

BUYER agrees that this contract is non-transferable.
HEALTH GUARANTEES AND REPLACEMENT
SELLER will replace or offer a refund with the written and signed statement from 2 (two) licensed veterinarians from differing clinics cerifying that said puppy has these genetic defects.
1) Failure to receive a passing rating on hips from the Orthopedic Foundation for Animals (OFA) or Pennsylvania Hip Improvement Program (Penn HIP).
2) Failure to receive a normal reading from Canine Eye Registration Foundation (CERF).
3) Additional debilitating conditions due to genetic health problems must be discovered no later then 24 months from said puppy’s date of birth. BUYER must submit in writing statements from 2 (two) veterinarians from differing clinics certifying that said puppy/dog is suffering from one of the following: thyroid, epilepsy, immune suppression.
BUYER may then do one of the following:
A) BUYER may keep said puppy with a refund of half of purchase price of said puppy.
B) Return said puppy to SELLER at BUYER’S expense, for a replacement puppy of equal or greater value. 
C) If said puppy has to be put down due to these defects, a replacement puppy of equal or greater value shall be given to BUYER upon SELLER receipt of proof that puppy has been put down. BUYER will sign over all registration papers to SELLER at such time that said puppy is returned to the SELLER. 
SHIPPING COSTS

BUYER agrees to pay the cost of vet check for health certificate, a crate for shipping said puppy and the total cost for shipping the puppy. BUYER must have all funds for said puppy paid in full to SELLER 10 days prior to shipping or pick up. BUYER agrees that if funds for shipping and purchase are not received within ten days of purchase agreement, unless prior arrangements have been made and agreed to in writing by both parties, BUYER will forfeit all rights to the puppy. SELLER will retain the deposit monies. 
BUYER has read and understands the foregoing and agrees that all parts of this contract constitute a binding agreement with SELLER. If either SELLER or BUYER takes legal action regarding this contract, action shall be initiated in Clearwater County, MN the county of SELLER’S residence and any and all legal fees or court costs shall be the responsibility of the party found to be at fault.
